It is Pesach time again! Each year we gather around 
our tables, surrounded by family and friends and 
recount the story of our ancestors’ miraculous de-
livery from slavery. We open our Haggadot and read 
the familiar words. In fact some of these words have 
become so familiar we too often recite them without 
giving them the thought they deserve. For example, 
let’s review the very •rst passage of the Seder. Right 
after the opening blessings — right after the Kid-
dush — we invite the hungry into our midst. Using 
the same Aramaic words that have been recited for 
thousands of years, Jewish families around the globe 
will uncover the matzah and recite: “Ha lachma anya 
This is the bread of af!iction which our ancestors 
ate in the Land of Egypt. All who are hungry, let 
them come and eat. All who are in need, let them 
come and celebrate the Passover holiday with us. 
Now we are here; next year may we be in the Land 
of Israel. Now we are enslaved, next year may we 
be truly free.” 

What a strange opening line for our Passover night 
Seder" As Rabbi Bradley Shavit Artson once pointed 
out , “we begin by referring to the matzah but the rest 
of the quote goes on to address people who aren’t 
even sitting at the Seder table — who aren’t even Jew-
ish at all! We start this evening which is dedicated 
to telling the story of Jewish history by a stirrin g but 
seemingly unrelated call to feed the hungry!” 

There are two traditional ways of interpreting Ha 
Lachma Anya. The •rst points out that we begin by 
focusing on our bodily needs (all who are hungry) 
•rst and our spiritual needs (all who are in need) 
second. Both components are an essential part of the 
liberation process — one cannot be truly free unless 
he or she has adequate food and a freedom of the 
soul. Yet the priority seems to be that one cannot be-
gin to address spiritual freedom until one’s physic al 
needs are met. Until one is free from the debilitati ng 
plague of poverty, hunger, and illness, all the rest 

of our aspirations are mere luxuries. Or as it is put 
succinctly in the Mishna: “ ayn kemach, ayn Torah – 
“Without bread there is no Torah.” Without material 
security there can be no spiritual attainment. 

But not surprisingly, there is another interpretation 
to this opening passage of the Haggadah. In the last 
two sentences the order is reversed. First comes 
spiritual attainment (next year in the Land of Israel) 
followed by physical freedom (next year may we 
be free)! According to this interpretation one must 
•rst have a spiritual desire to be free, one must •rst 
light the •re of one’s imagination and only then 
will one seek to do the hard work of liberation. Or 
as Rabbi Artson puts it: “It takes vision and insight 
to stand up against tyranny, whether from a pow-
erful dictator or an irresistible urge. Liberation of 
the body requires a determination to face the truth, 
unencumbered by the blinders of convention or of 
cowardice.” 

These two views — one that suggests that physical 
security must precede spiritual growth and the 
other that a free spirit is the necessary precondi-
tion of any liberation — are worthy of a discussion 
around your Passover table. But, they also illuminat e 
a project we have undertaken at Temple Beth Sholom 
entitled One Israel — Two Dimensions. In celebration 
of Israel’s 60th year we invite you to help us raise 
funds for two projects which at •rst glance might 
seem unrelated. We are partnering with Shelter Rock 
Jewish Center to purchase a Compact Fire Truck. The 
Lebanese incursions in 2005 placed •re•ghters in 
perilous situations as they attempted to control •re 
damage in tight places. This highlighted a need for 
•re trucks that could respond and maneuver rapidly 
and appropriately. We have committed ourselves to 
the purchase of one of these •re trucks. 

But because we understand the message of the 
opening words of the Haggadah, we understand 
that in addition to being concerned with the physi-
cal welfare of Jews we must be equally concerned

Who’s counting? Count on me! We count our bless-
ings and our lucky stars. We count sheep and are 
cautioned not to count our chickens before they’re 
hatched. In our ongoing attempts to maintain or 
lose weight, we count calories, carbs, fat grams and 
10,000 steps. There are some lucky gamblers who 
can count cards and then count their winnings. In 
this election year, we count delegates and count 
votes. Have you been counted yet in Temple Beth 
Sholom’s Shabbat 1000? When I consider my message 
to you each month, I seek inspiration from a variety 
of sources. I count my words and try to make my 
words count. The following excerpt is credited to th e 
Public Affairs Department of the United Synagogue 
of Conservative Judaism (USCJ):

Counting the Omer — And Making Each Day 
Count

Each year, near the conclusion of the second Pesah 
seder, we begin to count the omer. We count for 49 
days, reciting the appropriate blessing every eve-
ning. Remember: The Jewish day begins at sunset; 
therefore, for example, if the 10th day of the omer falls 
on April 6, we recite the blessing for that day on the 
preceding evening, April 5.  (Consult a siddur for the 
blessing to be recited.) The 50th day is Shavuot. As 
you count the omer, spend some time thinking about 
important Jewish issues. The following questions 
and re!ections may help get you started.

Day 1 (16 Nisan) - Why do you think we recite the 
blessing for the counting of the omer during the 
evening?

Day 2 (17 Nisan) - Long ago, Jews brought a certain 
measure of barley (an omer) to the Temple each day 
as an offering to God. What kind of “offering” might 
you make in its place today?

Day 3 (18 Nisan) - Think about the preparations that 
culminated in the celebration of Pesah this year. Do 
the rules, rituals, and restrictions associated with 
this holiday enhance your celebration? How?

Day 4 (19 Nisan) - Pesah brought us freedom; Shavuot 
brought us the Law. What does the linking of these 
two holidays — and concepts — teach us?

Day 5 (20 Nisan) - One name for Shavuot is Atzeret, 
which means a concluding festival. What does this 
suggest about the relationship between Pesah and 
Shavuot?

Day 6 (21 Nisan) - Pesah is a celebration of the Exo-
dus, in which God demonstrates His power by, for 
example, dividing the Red Sea. Do you think wit -
nessing miracles alone can create faith in God?

Day 7 (22 Nisan) - Today is the last day of Pesah in the 
Diaspora and Yizkor is recited in the synagogue. Why 
do you think it is important to recite the memorial 
prayer even on our most joyous holidays?

Day 8 (23 Nisan) The period during which we count 
the omer is called S’•rah, counting. During this time, 
we limit occasions for public rejoicing, and s’mahot 
such as weddings are generally not held. What are 
the reasons for this practice?

Day 9 (24 Nisan) - When God spoke directly to the 
Jewish people before the revelation at Sinai, they

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In order to assure the proper observance of Shabbat, 

many of the practices that are usually performed on 

the night or the day before the seder are moved back 

to Thursday or Friday. 

Siyyum Bechorim : Thursday Morning April 17, 

2008, 6:30 am 

In commemoration of the deliverance from Egypt, it 

is customary for a •rstborn to fast on the day before 

Passover. It is the custom for synagogues to make a 

Siyyum (a public completion of study) on the morn-

ing before Passover. Since the Siyyum is followed by 

a Seudat Mitzvah (a festive meal which follows the 

performance of certain Mitzvot), a •rstborn who is 

at the siyyum may eat, and having eaten, need not 

fast. A fast for the •rstborn may not take place on 

Shabbat or be moved to Friday; both the Siyyum and 

the Seudat Mitzvah are held on Thursday morning. 

Bedikat Hametz  — Searching for Leaven:  Thursday 

evening April 17, 2008, after sunset

When Passover begins on a Saturday night, the 

Bedikat Hametz (which is normally done on the night 

before Passover), is done on Thursday night. The 

blessing for Bedikat Hametz is recited. If you choose to 

keep enough Hametz to use for Shabbat do not recite 

the formula Kol Hamira for the nulli•cation of unseen 

Hametz. However, if you plan to use egg matzah for 

Shabbat, then recite the Kol Hamira nulli•cation.

Biyyur Hametz — Removal of Hametz:  Friday 

morning April 18, 2008 

The burning of Hametz will take place in the TBS 

parking lot on Friday morning at 10 AM. 

Shabbat Meals 

Friday Night April 18, 2007

Saturday April 19, 2007

When the •rst Seder is held on a Saturday night, 

there are two traditional practices that present 

complications.

It is customary to refrain from eating matzah on the 

day before Passover, so that one will eat the matzah 

with appetite at the Seder.

It is customary to eat three meals on Shabbat. At least 

two of these meals should include food over which 

the blessing Hamozti is recited.

There are two acceptable ways to deal with these 

complications

Set aside enough hametz for Shabbat meals ensuring 

that only a hametz dish is used for the Challot and 

that no crumbs come into contact with kosher for 

Passover dishes. To avoid this problem, it is common 

for people to use plasticware for Friday night and 

Shabbat morning meals. Additionally, all hametz on 

Shabbat must be consumed early in the day. After 

the meal, the residue of hametz is disposed of and 

the Kol Hamira formula for the nulli•cation of hametz 

is now recited. 

Have full Passover meals on both Friday evening 

and Saturday Morning using Matzah Ashira (en-

riched matzah, egg matzah) for HaMotzi. Although 

Matzah Ashira may not be used for the Seder because 

it is considered rich and what is required for the 

Seder is Lahma Anya (the bread of poverty and af-

!iction), Matza Ashira is not hametz and may be used 

during the rest of Passover. If this second option of 

using Matzah Ashira is used for the Shabbat meals, 

then the Kol Hamira formula is recited before going 

to synagogue. There are some congregations that 

will recite the Kol Hamira together in the course of 

services. 

Seudah Shilisheet

Whether one follows the practice of eating hametz on 

Shabbat or of making the house Pesahdige and using 

Matzah Ashira, the third meal on Shabbat should not 

include either hametz or Matzah Ashira. It should con-

sist of a snack of fruit, •sh or eggs that is completed 

about 2 ½ halakhic hours before sunset.

What are you a slave to? This is the question that 

was asked of a group of Jewish educators this past 

August at the CAJE conference at Washington Uni-

versity in St. Louis. 

The context, just to set the scene, was a musical pre-

sentation entitled “Freedom Song.” Freedom Song is a 

powerful musical workshop (that many compare to 

RENT), which juxtaposes personal stories of internal 

con!ict and family dysfunction with the story of 

Passover. 

This play was written and produced by residents 

of Beit T’Shuvah, a Jewish residential addiction 

treatment center in Los Angeles and it parallels a 

contemporary family Seder and a 12 step meeting. 

These brave writers and performers are slaves to 

their addictions. Drugs and alcohol are the modern 

day Pharaoh to these people. The goal of Freedom 

Song is to educate teenagers about the pervasiveness 

of the disease of addiction and its effect on everyone 

in the family. It is a powerful and extremely moving 

program.

As we go to press in early March, we look forward 

to bringing Freedom Song to Temple Beth Sholom on 

Monday evening, March 31. We know it is going to 

be a powerful evening and it will hopefully help our 

teenagers, their families and anyone else who sees 

this program look at the holiday of Passover with a 

new perspective — with “fresh eyes.” This program 

is open to the entire congregation; it will be a very 

special evening.

But looking well beyond the program, I think Free-

dom Song allows us to ask an important question: 

what are you a slave to? 

In this day and age, we are slaves to technology (cell 

phones, Blackberries, the TV that is never turned 

off, etc.), to social pressures, to our work and to 

many external factors. Ironically, the many things 

that many see as signs of success are the very same 

things that enslave us.

Passover is an ideal time to take time and take stock 

of our lives and to think about both the things that

An obvious goal of our Lifelong Learning program is to view Jew ish learning along a continuum. Jewish 
learning does not “end” at any point in a person’s life. You ne ver really say “OK, I’m done.” You may “move 
up” and enter a new phase of your life, but we always keep learning and striving.

This has been one of the objectives of the programming we conduct with our upcoming Bar and Bar Mitz -
vah students. We don’t want our students and their parents to see Bar/Bat Mitzvah as an ending, but as a 
milestone that we mark and celebrate. Our Jewish learning, however, continues. During the year prior to 
Bar or Bat Mitzvah, we run programming for our 6th graders and their families which talk about the true 
meaning of the day as well as have our students see the importance of Jewish learning in its proper context. 
The programming we run unites our Religious School and our So lomon Schechter communities,as they are 
all “Children of Beth Sholom” who are approaching Jewish adulthood.

In February, we took a group of sixth and seventh graders and their parents on a trip to the Jewish Theologi-
cal Seminary.

They saw JTS as an institution that both epitomizes and fosters lifelong Jewish learning. Don’t take my word 
for it: here are the words of one of our students:

“On February 3, 2008, the morning of Super Bowl Sunday, a group of TBS students, parents and faculty took 
a bus ride to N.Y.C. to the Jewish Theological Seminary. No one knew what to expect when they arrived. 
But when we started our tour, we learned about the schooling systems, the types of courses they offer and 
the services they hold in their synagogues.

We also got to meet a few of the students who go there and they told us about their personal experiences 
and the school and how cool it was to go there. It was very interesting to learn that they get to learn about 
general studies as well as Judaic studies and that there are many types of degrees that you can earn. Before 
I went on the tour I thought that the only reason that someone g oes to the Seminary is to become a Rabbi 
or a Cantor. Now I know that there are so many 
other things that you learn there.

 A favorite part of the trip for many of us was see-
ing the Rare Book Room. We saw important books 
and documents that were hundreds of years old. 
We even got to see the oldest Jewish book in the 
world" We also learned about Solomon Schechter, 
who found a huge box of important documents 
about one hundred years ago and we got to view 
some of those documents.

 Our tour of J.T.S. was very informative, interestin g 
and we had a lot of fun! I think that everyone woul d 
agree that we were all really glad that we went.”

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YOM HASHOAH

This year, we at Temple Beth Sholom join with our 
sister congregations and other Jewish institutions 
across this country and around the world in celebrat-
ing Israel’s 60th birthday. The unmitigated joy that we 
experience with every milestone achieved by the State 
of Israel is not unlike the joy experienced by a parent 
watching a child speak her "rst word or take his "rst 
step, for what is 60 years in the life of a nation? Indeed, 
Israel’s achievements in just 60 years are all the more 
remarkable given that this new nation arising out of  the 
depths of the darkest time for the Jewish people, the 
Holocaust, simultaneously dealt with the absorption 
of hundreds of thousands of the tattered remnants of 
European Jewry, while "ghting for its very survival 
against another enemy seeking its destruction and the 
annihilation of its people.

This year, as in years past, we will gather as a com-
munity on Wednesday night, April 30, 2008 at 7:15 
p.m. for our annual Yom Hashoah Service in memory 
of six million of our fellow Jews murdered during the 
Holocaust. In keeping with our congregation’s year- 
long study of Israel @ 60, we are extremely honored 
to have renowned author and scholar Dr. William B. 

Helmreich as our guest speaker this 
year. Dr. Helmreich is Professor of So-
ciology and Deputy Chairman at City 
University Graduate Center and City 
College of New York, as well as Direc-
tor of the City College Con!ict Resolu -
tion Center. He was also Department 
Chairman for "ve years and has held 
visiting posts at Yale University and 
Hebrew University. Professor Helmre-
ich is also the Director of the Center for 
Jewish Studies at Queens College.

Professor Helmreich, a former Wood-
row Wilson Fellow, is a proli"c author, 
having written 13 books including  

“Against All Odds: Holocaust Survivors and the Successful 
Lives They Made in America”,,the winner of the 1993 Na-
tional Jewish Book Award; “The Things They Say Behind 
Your Back,” an examination of stereotypes and how 
they originate; “The World of the Yeshiva,” and “Wake 
Up, Wake Up to Do the Work of the Creator.” His most 
recent projects are as senior consultant to a "lm about 
terrorism in the Middle East and a book he has just 
completed, “What Were they Thinking?: Why People 
Do Dumb Things”. Professor Helmreich has also writ-
ten for The New York Times, Los Angeles Times, and 
many scholarly journals, and has appeared frequently 
on TV and radio, including “Larry King Live,” “Oprah 
Winfrey,” “The CBS Morning News,” and has been a 
guest anchor on “NBC TV News.” 

As a natural extension of his comprehensive study 
of Holocaust survivors who emigrated to the United 
States following World War II, Professor Helmreich 
will examine the experiences of Holocaust survivors 
who settled in Israel following the Second World War. 
In addition, two gentlemen closely tied to TBS — Dr. 
Nathan Baruch and Dr. Joseph Zacherman — will 
share personal narratives of growing up in the !edg -
ling state. 

Dr. Baruch, who was born in a British detention camp 
in Cyprus, came to Israel with his parents only after 
the state declared its independence on May 14, 1948. 
He served 15 years in the Israeli Defense Forces as a 
Lieutenant Colonel in various assignments. The last 
assignment involved leading a multidiscipline team of 
Research and Development for the Armored Corp. Dr. 
Baruch holds an MA in Industrial Psychology from Ba r-
Ilan University and a Ph.D in Business Administrati on 
from Washington University. He is currently with IDT 
Ventures dealing with early stage start up companies 
engaged in fund raising and business development 
activities. 

Dr. Joe Zacherman, who was born in Wroclaw, Poland, 
to Holocaust survivors, was raised in Israel and mo ved 
to Brooklyn when he was 12 years old. Dr. Zacherman 
holds two graduate degrees: one in Special Education 
and the other in Organizational Development Ad -
ministration. He received his Ph.D in Psychology and 
Administration from Yeshiva University and worked 
for the Board of Education, serving as principal for 16 
years at PS 23, a special school for children and adoles-
cents with severe emotional and behavioral problems. 
Dr. Zacherman currently serves as Executive Director 
of Lifeline Center for Child Development.

It is the mission of the Yom Hashoah committee to 
ensure that we as a community remember what hap-
pened to the Jewish people during the Holocaust, 
instill in our children the importance of tolerance , 
and develop the potential to confront, to cope and to 
make a difference. 

We urge the entire congregation to come to the Yom 
Hashoah commemoration, to learn and to bear wit-
ness. We encourage you to bring your entire family, 
especially your children. Please bring friends and 
family who are not members of TBS. We welcome the 
entire community.

Dr. Helmreich
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The Torah prohibits the ownership of hametz (leaven) during Pes ah. Therefore, we arrange for the sale of the 
hametz to a non-Jew. The transfer, mekhirat hametz, is accomplished by appointing an agent, usually the rabbi, 
to handle the sale. It is valid and legal transfer of ownership. A t the end of the holiday, the agent arranges for the 
reversion of ownership of the now-permitted hametz. If ownership of the hametz was not transferred before the 
holiday, the use of this hametz is prohibited after the holiday as well (hamet z she-avar alav ha-Pesah).

Since the Torah prohibits the eating of hametz during Pesah, and since many common foods contain some ad-
mixture of hametz, guidance is necessary when shopping and preparing for Pesah.

During the eight days of Pesah, hametz cannot lose its identity in an admixture. Therefore, the minutest amount 
of hametz renders the whole admixture hametz and its use on Pesah is prohibited. However, during the rest of 
the year, hametz follows the normal rules of admixtu re, i.e. it loses its identity in an admixture of on e part hametz 
and sixty parts of non-hametz (batel be-shishim). This affords us the opportunity to differentiate between foods 
purchased before and during Pesah.

What follows is a general guideline. However, your rabbi should be c onsulted when any doubt arises. Kosher 
le-Pesah labels that do not bear the name of a rabbi or one of the recognized symbols of rabbinic supervision, or 
which are not integral to the package, should not be used without consultin g your rabbi.

Prohibited foods include the following: leavened bread, cakes , biscuits, crackers, cereal, coffees containing ce-
real derivatives, wheat, barley, oats, spelt, rye, and all liqui ds containing ingredients or !avors made from grain 
alcohol.

Most Ashkenazic authorities have added the followin g foods (kitniyot) to the above list: rice, corn, m illet, legumes 
(beans and peas; however, string beans are permitted). The Committee on Jewish Law and Standards has ruled 
unanimously that peanuts and peanut oil are permissible. Some Ashkenazic authorities permit, while others 
forbid, the use of legumes in a form other than their natural st ate, for example, corn sweeteners, corn oil, soy 
oil. Sephardic authorities permit the use of all of the above. Consult your rabbi for guidance in the use of these 
products.

PERMITTED FOODS: A. The following foods require no kosher le-Pesah label if purchased prior to Pesah: un-
opened packages or containers of natural coffee without cereal additives (However, be aware that coffees pro-
duced by General Foods are not kosher for Passover unless marked KP); sugar, pure tea (not herbal tea); salt (not 
iodized); pepper; natural spices; frozen fruit juices with n o additives; frozen (uncooked) vegetables (for legumes 
see above); milk; butter; cottage cheese; cream cheese; ripened cheeses such as cheddar (hard), muenster (semi-
soft) and Camembert (soft); frozen (uncooked) fruit (with no additives ); baking soda.

 B. The following foods require no kosher le-Pesah label if purchased before or during Pesah: Fresh fruits and 
vegetables (for legumes see above), eggs, fresh "sh and fresh meat.

 C. The following foods require a kosher le-Pesah label if purchased before or during Pesah: All baked products 
(matzah, cakes, matzah !our, farfel, matzah meal, and any products containing matzah); canned or bottled fruit 
juices (These juices are often clari"ed with kitniyot which are not listed among the ingredients. However, if one 
knows there are no such agents, the juice may be purchased prior to Pesah without a kosher le-Pesah label); canned 
tuna (since tuna, even when packed in water, has often been processed in vegetable broth and/or hydrolyzed 
protein--however, if it is known that the tuna is packed exclusi vely in water, without any additional ingredients 
or additives, it may be purchased without a kosher le-Pesah label); wine; vinegar; liquor; oils; dried fruits; candy; 
chocolate !avored milk; ice cream; yogurt and soda.

 D. The following processed foods (canned, bottled or frozen), require a kosher le-Pesah label if purchased dur-
ing Pesah: milk, butter, juices, vegetables, fruit, milk prod ucts, spices, coffee, tea, and "sh, as well as all foods 
listed in Category C.

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DETERGENTS: If permitted during the year, powdered and liquid d etergents do not require a kosher le-Pesah 
label.

MEDICINE: Since hametz binders are used in many pills, the fol lowing guidelines should be followed: If the 
medicine is required for life sustaining therapy, it may be use d on Pesah. If it is not for life sustaining therapy, 
some authorities permit, while others prohibit. Consult your rabbi. In all c ases, capsules are preferable to pills.

KASHERING OF UTENSILS: The process of kashering utensils depends on how the utensils are used. According 
to halakhah, leaven can be purged from a utensil by the same process in which it was absorbed in the utensil 
(ke-voleo kakh poleto). Therefore, utensils used in cooking are kashered by boiling, those used in broiling are 
kashered by "re and heat, and those used only for cold food are kashered by rinsing. 

 A. EARTHENWARE (china, pottery, etc.) may not be kashered. However, "ne translucent chinaware which has 
not been used for over a year may be used if scoured and cleaned in hot water.

 B. METAL (wholly made of metal) UTENSILS USED IN F IRE (spit, broiler) must "rst be thoroughly scrubbed  and 
cleansed and then made as hot as possible. Those used for cooking or eating (silverware, pots) must be thoroughly 
scrubbed and cleaned and completely immersed in boiling water. Pots should not be used for a period of at least 
24 hours between the cleaning and the immersion in boiling water. Metal baking u tensils cannot be kashered.

OVENS AND RANGES: Every part that comes in contact with food mu st be thoroughly scrubbed and cleaned. 
Then, oven and range should be heated as hot as possible for a half hour. If there is a broil setting, use it. Self-
cleaning ovens should be scrubbed and cleaned and then put through the self-cleaning cycle. Continuous  cleaning 
ovens must be kashered in the same manner as regular ovens.

SMOOTHTOP ELECTRIC RANGES present a problem. They cannot be covered with foil, nor heated at a high 
temperature, nor cleaned with an abrasive cleaner. Consult with the manufacturer on how to clean the smooth-
top. Then discuss with your rabbi if that method of cleaning is a dequate enough to kasher the smoothtop. Some 
will not be able to be kashered.

 MICROWAVE OVENS, which do not cook the food by means of heat, should be cleaned, and then a cup of water 
should be placed inside. Then the oven should be turned on unti l the water disappears. A microwave oven that 
has a browning element cannot be kashered for Pesah.

 E. GLASSWARE: Authorities disagree as to the method for kashering drinking utensils. One opinion requires 
soaking in water for three days, changing the water every 24 hours. The other opinion requires only a thorough 
scrubbing before Pesah, or putting them through a dishwasher.

 Glass Cookware: There is a difference of opinion as to whether it is to be kashered. One opinion is that it must 
be kashered. After a thorough cleansing, there should be water boiled in them which will over!ow the rim. The 
other opinion is that only a thorough cleansing is required.

 Glass Bakeware, like metal bakeware, may not be kashered.

F. DISHWASHER: After not using the machine for a period of 24 hour s, a full cycle with detergent should be 
run.

G. ELECTRICAL APPLIANCES: If the parts that come into contact with hametz are removable, they can be 
kashered in the appropriate way (if metal, follow the rules fo r metal utensils). If the parts are not removable, the 
appliance cannot be kashered. (All exposed parts should be thoroughly cleaned.)

 H. TABLES, CLOSETS AND COUNTERS: If used with hametz, they should be thoroughly cleaned and covered, 
and then they may be used.

I. KITCHEN SINK: A metal sink can be kashered by thoroughly clea ning and then pouring boiling water over 
it. A porcelain sink should be cleaned and a sink rack used. If, however, dishes are to be soaked in a porcelain 
sink, a dish basin must be used.

J. HAMETZ AND NON-PASSOVER UTENSILS: Non-Passover dishes, pots and hametz whose ownership has 
been transferred, should be separated, locked up or covered, and marked in order to prevent accidental use.

some are from the 30’s and 40’s. For example the one 
from Kibbutz Beit Hashitah, dated 1940, includes 
the Katzenelson letter, typed and hand written; the 
one from Kibbutz A"kim,dated 1943, hand lettered, 
includes women’s chain telling. One of the oldest in 
the collection is a sarcastic Hagadah “published” in 
Tel-Aviv, 1930. The exhibition will include photo-
graphs and historical data illustrating the struggles 
for freedom and independence endured by the 
Israeli Kibbutzim. 

The exhibition will be on view through June 2008.

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NICE JEWISH GRANDMOTHER STICKS UP FOR ISRAEL AT U.N.

Our own Gloria Fischel only seems like the typical Jewish grandmother from 
New York. But there’s more to this 75-year-old widow from Roslyn who has spent 
the past nine years as a United Nations observer for Women’s League. Not your 
typical job for a nice Jewish bubbe!

Gloria recently spoke at a synagogue in Pittsburgh, PA saying that “Israel’s treat-
ment at the international body is getting worse. Des pite a new secretary-general, 
Ban Ki-moon, there’s no question the past two years have been worse” . . .  “There’s 
no way to exist in the framework in which they set up. They’re ta lking about 
Durban II and the event chair is from Libya, so what can we expect?”

She was referring to the planning for the second U.N.-sponsored World Conference against Racism, Dis-
crimination, Xenophobia, and Related Intolerance, whi ch is named for the location of the !rst in 2001, w hich 
was hijacked by Arab nations and nongovernmental organizat ions (NGOs) hostile to Israel.   There are 56 
Arab countries that are members, and 77 underdeveloped nations, which generally side with anti-Israel 
forces. With a grand total of 192 member nations, that leaves precious few states with whom Israel could 
build an alliance. 

“There’s no way to take an objective vote in the building” she said. Part of the problem is that participants 
at the United Nations, be they delegates or NGO representatives, have precious little knowledge of Jews, 
let alone Israel. At the last U.N. NGO Conference in September, 1,800 NGOs were represented. “They come 
from all over the world and some have never seen a Jew,” Fischel said. “I’m the in-house Jew.”  

But there have been some victories for the Jewish position in New York — the enactment of the !rst Holo -
caust remembrance program at the U.N., for one. “Considering nothing has happened in 60 years, I don’t 
consider it a bone,” Fischel said. “When we sing Hatikvah in t he building and say Kaddish for the dead, it’s 
never been done before . . . it’s the perception that’s very important.”  

Fischel is the !rst to say that the job of a U.N. observer is what one makes of it, and she tries to make it quite 
a bit. She attends weekly brie!ngs for the observers. Israel per se is not discussed and the Jewish NGOs 
rarely bring it up at the brie!ngs (“It’s not to our advantage” to bring up Israel, she said). Mostly, th e sessions 
deal with social action issues, such as global warming and women’s rights.  

“Since we’re a religious organization, I do all the Jewish holidays in the building,” Fischel said. “I bring 
apples and the honey and I bring matzah and I give Chanukah pre sents. I talk about TuB’Shevat and what-
ever holiday comes.” Fischel disagrees with those who say Israel and the United States ought not belong 
to the United Nations. “It’s the only game in town and Israel n eeds to be there,” she said. “We need to be 
there to make things easier and let people know that we’re really nice people. We need to be there for the 
treaties; we have to be worried about air rights and water rig hts. We’re aware that Israel is being battered, 
but the Israeli delegation is doing an outstanding job.”
